Richard O. Belden of Shelton and Rep. Claudia“Dolly’’ Powers of Greenwich as Deputy
Minority Leaders-at-Large.

Klarides was re-elected to afifth term in office from the 114™ District and Hamzy to his
seventh from the 78" District. Belden is the Dean of the House and will begin his 17"
term in office while Powers was first elected in 1992.

Belden is believed to be the longest serving member of the House of Representativesin
state history having first been elected in 1974
