The 
Commissioner of the State Department of Veterans’ Affairs, Linda Spoonster Schwartz, 
will preside over the event. 
  
“This is an important event honoring the sacrifice, patriotism and valor of many of the 
members of the Shoreline communities,” said Rep. Giuliano. “Flag Day will be an 
appropriate day to recognize the men and women who answered our nation’s call to help 
defend liberty and freedom. I am honored to be a part of this ceremony honoring those in 
our communities who served.”
